Is there an admission fee to the anniversary festivities and duck race?

You must show your duck at the Saluda Shoals entrance on July 19 to gain admission to the park and participate in the festivities. For your convenience, you may purchase ducks at Saluda Shoals the day of the event for $5 each.
Do I have to be present to win?
Yes. You must register your duck at Saluda Shoals on the day of the race to be eligible to win.

Do I get to keep my duck?
Yes! This year, when you purchase a duck at BI-LO or First Citizens you can keep it, or you can bring it to the race on July 19 for your chance to win the grand prize of $1,000. Second prize is $500 and third prize is $250. 
How will the Boys & Girls Clubs of the Midlands use the funds raised from the duck sales?
Proceeds from duck sales benefit the Boys & Girls Clubs of the Midlands and will be used for student scholarships. 

What is the duck race schedule?

1-3 p.m. – Duck race registration 

3 p.m. – Ducks launched in Saluda River 

3:30 p.m. – Winning ducks are plucked from the river

4 p.m. – Winners announced

Family-friendly activities, a bounce house, and games will be available from 1-6 p.m. We will host a cookout at 2 p.m.
Will I be able to purchase a wristband for Saluda Splash?

Yes. Saluda Splash is an interactive zero-depth water playground at the park. Wristbands can be purchased from park staff the day of the event for $3 each. Since there are no designated changing areas, please wear your swimsuit if you plan to use the Saluda Splash area.
